SPECIAL NOTES

· Your oldest child must be 5 years old or older at the beginning of the semester for which you are registering.

· Membership is not available to students who are enrolled in more than 10 hours per week at a public or private school facility (including kindergarten).
· If it is discovered during the semester that a student has violated either of the above policies, the student will be immediately removed from classes at ACTS and no refunds will be given for fees paid.

· You must read the entire 2010-2011 Handbook and review it with your children before you sign the Membership Contract. 

· Families must register for a minimum of 2 periods. One of these must include either 1st or 4th period.
· ACTS teachers and staff will not sign any documents for reimbursement of public funding. 
· All fees (membership, facility, insurance, class and material fees) are non-refundable.

· The 2010-2011 year begins September 17, 2010 and ends April 15, 2011.

	Returning Members – Online class registration; instructions will be sent via the Yahoo group as soon as class registration is open online.

	Returning Members – Confirmed classes and invoices will be emailed to all registrants.

	April 16, 2010
	Returning Members – Job Assignment Request Forms are due to Peggy Feher.  Also, payment for all class and material fees is due to teachers as follows:
· Please put your child’s name and class in the memo field of each check written to the teacher and place it in the teacher’s family file between 10am-2pm to confirm your child’s place in each class.  
· If your child has multiple classes with a teacher, you may combine fees into one check, but attach a note that itemizes where the money is to be applied, including classes, student name, and the amount to apply to each class.  
· If you must pay with cash, place it in an envelope (marked with your child’s name and class) and hand directly to the Executive Director for distribution to the teacher.  
· If payment is not made on this day, your child’s place in class will be forfeited.
Limited Members – Enrollment and registration for classes, all payments are due.

	New Members – Bring the following paperwork to ACTS between 10am-2pm in order to establish a Full Membership and register for classes:
· Membership Contract – You must read the entire 2010-2011 Handbook and review it with your children before you sign the Membership Contract.

· Liability Release Form

· Full Membership Fee Worksheet with check made payable to ACTS
· Washington State Background Check form (one per parent)

· Job Assignment Request Form

Please also be prepared to make class choices for each of your children.  All payments to ACTS and to the teachers will be due on this day, so please bring additional checks to pay each teacher individually.  
· Please put your child’s name and class in the memo field of each check written to the teacher.

· If your child has multiple classes with a teacher, you may combine fees into one check, but attach a note that itemizes where the money is to be applied, including classes, student name, and the amount to apply to each class.  

· If you must pay with cash, bring envelopes for each payment.  Once class choices are finalized, mark each envelope with your child’s name and class.


GENERAL INFORMATION
ACTS Fees
Please refer to the Full Membership Fee Worksheet for the breakdown of ACTS fees.  Please note that ACTS fees do NOT include class and material fees paid directly to each teacher.
Class and Material Fees
All class and material fees are noted in the Class List.
Class Changes

All class changes must be made by the 3rd week of classes unless changing to Study Hall.  To change classes you must fill out a Class Change Form, obtain all required signatures and turn request in to the Registration Coordinator for final approval.  If approval is obtained, the additional fees will be as follows: 

· $5 class change fee payable to ACTS (unless changing to Study Hall).

· All class and material fees made payable to new instructor.  No refunds will be given for the dropped class.

Class Exceptions

If you would like to register your child for a class that is out of their age group, you will need to obtain permission from the teacher and submit the request by email to the Registration Coordinator.  (For new members, this can be done on your day of registration.)  Consideration will only be made if there is space in the class after all appropriate-aged students’ requests have been processed.

Job Assignments
Each parent is required to assist or teach during class days.  If you attend 2 or 3 periods, you will be assigned for each period you attend.  If you attend for 4 periods, you will be assigned for 3 periods and given one free.  On the Job Assignment Request Form, you can request your top 3 choices per period. Requests will be considered when assigning members to the classroom positions; however, we cannot guarantee placement in your requested positions.
Set-up and Tear-Down Assignments
All members will be assigned a set-up or tear-down responsibility. If you do not attend 4th period, you will be assigned a set-up job.  If you do not attend 1st period, you will be assigned a tear-down job.  Failure to complete your assigned duty may result in denial of participation.
Youth Group
If you have a student that would like to join the Youth Group, please complete the Youth Profile and Youth Contract.  At ACTS North, a student can enter the Youth Group at the beginning of the semester in which they turn 12 years old.
